Volunteer Opportunity for Teens & Adults

Once again, Paul Nulton is working his magic --- this time repairing a church parsonage in lower Manhattan. He will be bringing teens from Kingston and Claryville RCA churches for this upcoming mission. Paul enjoys working with teens believing that these tasks will help them later on in life, and that they will learn how to be on mission for Jesus.

Adult volunteers are welcome.

Volunteers are needed for DeWitt Reformed Church in Manhattan July 7 – 10. We will be painting their condo parsonage on the 21 st floor of a condo building – the top floor overlooking the East River. Volunteers will stay in the condo parsonage which has bathroom and kitchen facilities and enough rooms to keep boys and girls separate.

Volunteers will contribute material/equipment cost ($25 per day) and share food expenses. We will cook our own meals unless the church makes provisions. The parsonage is within walking distance of South Street Seaport, Battery Park, Staten Island Ferry, Wall Street, and Ground Zero --- and subways are nearby.

The per diem fee will cover expenses allowing the work to be done free for the church.

There are some rules for urban church sites. The top two are (1) No teen is to ever be on the streets of NYC alone - always with a group and always with Paul and the sponsoring churches’ knowledge; and (2) We will always have devotions after breakfast. In the evening, we will have a spiritual time where we review our day and its activities.

Volunteers can schedule times they will show up.

Usually that is translated as the counselor or comforter. The literal translation, however, is someone who is called to the side of another. It’s origin lies in the Roman army. A Paraclete, was a fellow soldier who served at the side of another, and had responsibility for the safely and the welfare of his fellow warrior.


Jesus gives to us his Holy Spirit to be at our side in our journey of faith. Jesus gives us his Holy Spirit to counsel us, to comfort us, and to protect us.
